The rapid growth in photovoltaic installations over the last few years requires new approaches in the measurement and assessment of system performance, moving from simple determination of initial system losses to lifetime monitoring and fault detection. 
In the context of the PERFORMANCE project, the European Guidelines for PV System Monitoring are being updated and extended to address a wide range of users and applications and to reflect best practice in the industry.
